Ohio’s schools are moving into

a new era of accountability

with momentum from steady
academic gains as indicated

on the 2011-2012 State
Report Card.

Our schools registered improvements in 14 of 26
indicators and met the state’s performance goal on
21 out of the 26 indicators. There were especially
strong gains in eighth-grade math and science. The
number of districts and schools exceeding expected
growth in Value-Added also grew significantly. The
Performance Index, the statewide measure of all
students’ test scores, increased again to 95.8.

Yet we know Ohio’s schools have much room to
grow. The performance of our state’s economically
disadvantaged students and minorities remains
unacceptably low. Too many students drop out of
high school and too many who enroll in college
need to take remedial courses. We can and must
do better.

The data released this year include a number of new
ranking reports as stipulated in state law and Ohio’s
May 2012 waiver from the U.S. Department of
Education from certain elements of the No Child Left
Behind Act. Among these elements are 90 schools
that have performed well while serving a significant
number of economically disadvantaged students.

These success stories illustrate a simple but
profound truth: children from any background and
schools in any community can be successful. The
essential ingredients are dedicated students, caring
teachers, committed parents and leaders who insist
upon high standards.

Ohio’s accountability system will be changing in
2013. This fall, we will begin a transition to a new era
of performance reporting that will include an easy to
understand A-F grading system. The new report
cards will take a broader look at the key indicators of
school effectiveness and will be based upon
standards that ensure all students graduate ready
for college and careers.

While the
vast majority of districts were found to be in compliance, report cards for
nine school districts and their buildings have been watermarked.

The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP), often referred to as “The Nation’s Report Card,” is the only
nationally representative and continuing assessment that enables the comparison of performance in Ohio and other
states in various subject areas. Schools and students within each state are selected randomly to be a part of the
assessment. Not all students in the state or in a particular school take the assessment. Data are reported at the state
level only, and there are no individual student or even school summary results.

The assessments are conducted in mathematics, reading, science, writing, the arts, civics, economics, geography
and U.S. history.
