	Parent Engagement

	YouTube videos/videos
	Create YouTube videos (private linked: some for parents, some for children)
Simple activities shown in 2-minute videos using things they had at home
Example: Shared supermarket flyer - share with parent ways to talk to child about what they see in the flyer (What is a fruit? What is a vegetable?) 
Example: Name puzzle – write child’s name out on paper, cut the letters out and help put the letters together

Create videos about wearing masks at school so children know what to expect. Have already created and shared videos about hand washing and covering sneezes.

Make videos and posted to private YouTube channels for families
Example: Videos of reading books, lessons directly for kids, some calm down videos but also made videos for the families directly with examples of what they can do with simple things at home.

Post videos every day. Scheduled 1:1 Google Meet meetings along with group meets.

Families can submit videos of themselves/child; if teacher posed a question or did a lesson, they could show the teacher what they had done

	Facebook
	Create a group for each classroom and one for whole school building information. Teachers and paraprofessionals worked together.
Example: Bedtime story every night. Everyone (teachers and paraprofessionals) took turns reading. 

	Book activity
	Provide book pages; press letter blocks into play dough to create letters and matched words from the book.

	Activity bag/container
	Prepare a bag of goodies similar to items staff member uses and parent then had opportunity to use materials to recreate activity.

Porch drop-offs with materials for some children.

	Virtual office hours
	Teachers hold daily virtual "office hours" where parents can join in and ask questions, share comments/concerns, etc.   Teachers also reach out weekly to families who did not log on.  

	Mail
	Teachers send letters home with packets and instructional ideas. 
Added bonus is that children enjoy getting a letter in the mail.

	Google Classroom
	Divide into lessons for science, literature, social studies, math.  Parents could go on at any time, which is easier for parents. Parents are directed to YouTube videos created by teachers. Parents gave feedback with emails/videos/photos of their work.






	Evaluations

	Help Me Grow
	Use the standardized scores from Help Me Grow, when available and less than a year old.

	Part C record reviews
	District went through our county Department of Health which granted permission for a child to come into a specified location and work with only one adult to do evaluations.  We only did this with a few children. Remainder of evaluations were done through record reviews from Part C and parent interviews as well as observations via video.

	Postponed
	Parents revoked consent; they signed and revoked, which was documented. Our staff are going to pick up when school starts again. All the children were placed in preschool room so they have a spot.

	Virtual meeting
	With Help Me Grow, we met with parents remotely. Called parent and did pre-interview with them.  Went through list of household items - what types of toys do you have? Do you have these items in your home? Based on what the parent said they had available, we then set up a remote observation, agreed to day/time and had SLP, OT and PT available and staff member became play facilitator. To prevent a lot of interference and to help establish rapport with parent, the speech and OT and PT in chat section, posted what questions they wanted staff member to ask parent and what types of skills they wanted staff member to try and get the parent to facilitate with the child. It wasn’t perfect, but it worked pretty well overall.

	DAYC-2
	Used DAYC parent interview and indirect observations

	DD category
	With Developmental Delay category, at very least, could do an evaluation before they started kindergarten. Will re-open the evaluation and do standardized assessment when staff can work with the child one on one, which will inform additional eligibility categories, if they are there. 

	Parents and Play
	Pre-interviewed parents and utilized resources available in the home; compiled activities within Tupperware container (with approval from parent) and then put things in container and did porch drop; set up Google Hangout, did assessment with own activities facilitated with whole team; play-based with mom facilitating.

	Face-to-face
	We are considering having students come in for individualized appointments to complete the face to face/observations, which will allow collecting standardized scores. 

	How to document
	Question (Section 7 on IEP): What type of language is being used for virtual and onsite services?
On IEPs, putting in location "home" if they are not coming to school and then in the service explanation, make it clear what you will be doing. Then in the accommodations you can put equipment, etc.

	In the classroom (use of materials, environment, instruction)

	For oral stimulation, child uses their own and kept in a baggy for easy cleaning and to prevent cross contamination

	Individual small containers of playdoh, crayons, etc. Cover board games with plastic wrap & each child has their own game pieces kept in a bag

	Children to not share but have their own bag of materials

	Use mesh laundry bags to clean toys; toys can be hung outside to dry

	Virtual Zoom with gen ed classroom teachers
Continue to work with kids and then itinerant uses Facetime or phone calls to talk directly with parents

	Provide instruction outside as much as possible

	Establish a schedule of one room designated for the therapist and the child comes to the therapist. 

	Limit the number of kids in each center to 1-2 depending on kids.

	Setting up center:
· Map out classroom 
· Put out individual boxes for each child to sit on  
· Using colored tape on the floors to mark social distancing 
· Each child has their own assigned face covering 
· Use “leapfrog” to teach social distancing
