· Any changes in operating hours, days, funding sources or rooms used must be made by following the OCLQS job aids posted for Preschool Licensing here and School Age Child Care here.

If the program is closed for the 2020-2021 school year:
· Log into OCLQS.
· Request a temporary closure in OCLQS. Please note only individuals with the OCLQS Owner role may request temporary closure.
· Indicate reason for closure.

If the program has decided to serve students 100% remotely for the 2020-2021 school year:
