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Parental Consent

A A requirement of IDEA and
FERPA, not Medicaid

A Parents must provide annual
written consent to release records
to bill Medicaid

A Parent refusal will not reduce |IEP
services

Progress Reports

A Skilled professionals must
document the progress the child
IS making toward goals for each
continuous three-month reporting
period.
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Progress Reports

A Services are ineligible for
reimbursement
I When child fails to show progress

over two successive three-month
periods and

I Documented service methods have
not been modified to improve
progress

Service Provider Licensing

A Service practitioner must meet
provider qualifications

A RMTS contractor will verify their
gualifications

A Auditor performing the agreed
upon procedures will sample
individuals to verify qualifications
