	Eligible applicants include community schools in which the majority of students are enrolled in a dropout prevention and recovery program.
	Eligible applicants include traditional public districts that sponsor conversion community schools with a mission to serve dropout prevention and recovery students and the majority of enrolled students have dropped out or are at-risk of dropping out. 



	Eligible enrollment ages in the program are 16-21years old.

	Majority of students enrolled in the school are ages 16-22.

	Approval of this waiver prevents a school’s closure due to poor academic performance.
	Approval of this waiver prevents a community school’s academic performance data from rolling up into its sponsor’s Local Report Card.


	Once approved, the waiver is good until the school’s mission and/or student population changes making it ineligible for the waiver.
	Sponsors must reapply annually by December 31.
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
