Our families now have access to name brand, gently used or new items that will allow them to feel 

good.  Donations are accepted from the community, laundered and sorted by students. When the doors open for business, the students 

work with the clients to find items, count items, pack them and inventory what is needed.  This impacts the students directly. It also 

allows the recipients to have one less worry and the ability to send their children to school comfortably.

Tiffin-Seneca United Way is our community partner that maintains the donations, both monetary and physical.  The National Machinery 

Foundation donated seed money to completely renovate a garage space into the boutique that it currently is. The sign was designed by 

a high school student. Students in the MD unit at the high school said they wanted to host the store, do the laundering and manage the 

facility.  Sentinel Vanguard has partnered with us to provide many opportunities for students to learn both academically and on the job.
