
Our senior students expecting to graduate in June 2017 now can meet Ohio’s testing requirements for a high school diploma through the Ohio Graduation Tests or through the new test options for a high school diploma for the classes of 2018 and beyond. In addition to satisfying one of the testing options, students who began ninth grade for the first time before July 1, 2014, also must earn (insert your district required number) credits through coursework.
So the class of 2017 may:
· Use old graduation requirements (OGT);
· Use new graduation requirements (see the three options below); or
· Use new testing options to fulfill old graduation requirements. 
The new graduation requirements are:
· A minimum of 18 graduation points earned on seven end-of-course test taken over four years of high school; or
· A score of 13 on WorkKeys, a work readiness test, plus earning one or more approved, industry-recognized credentials in a single career field; or
· Scores on the ACT or SAT college admission exams in math and English that show your student will not need remedial courses once in college that review high school material.
