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 In the midst of an emergency, people don’t generally look, sound and feel their best. In these situations, the more fortunate get a first responder like Tiffany Marie Cairl. She not only uses her technical knowledge and skill, but reaches into her compassionate side. 

“Every time I’m on an emergency call, I try to see the better side of people,” said the 18-year-old graduating senior from Northwood High School and the Penta Career Center Fire Science and Emergency Medical Training (EMT) program. “My family and my teacher taught me to always show respect.”

The real-world of public safety has been close at hand for Tiffany as her father, Thomas Cairl, is the Northwood Chief of Police. The second-generation career-tech graduate easily advocates for a high school, career-tech education because her mother and older brother are Penta alumni. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Tiffany, who has a 3.4 GPA, plans to attend Mercy College of Ohio, Toledo, and become a registered nurse. In addition to her caring attitude, she leaves high school with knowledge of CPR, first aid, back boarding, bleeding control, oxygen administration, shock management, splinting and more aspects of emergency patient care.

“Fire service has changed since 9/11,” she wrote in her application for a 2015 Ohio Association for Career and Technical Education scholarship. “We remember the fallen are brothers and sisters. We are even more willing to risk everything for someone you’ve never met and likely will never see again.”  

Scott Bockelman, instructor in the Penta program, offers high praise for Tiffany, who is the captain of her senior class. 

“She is an outstanding student,” he said. “She’s a 4’10” girl who can throw an extension ladder. She has focus. When we look at the future of the health care, she’s the person we want there.”
