The Star Assessment suite is made up of computer-adaptive tests and curriculum-based measures for 
students in grades pre-K-12. Star Assessments equip Ohio educators with testing tools to support an array 
of student needs. Star streamlines screening and progress monitoring, plus additional reporting of sub-
domain skill areas, to empower teachers to more effectively make instructional decisions.  

Star Early Literacy tests a childʼs understanding of word knowledge and skills, comprehension, and 
meaning, including the five essential components of reading identified by the National Reading Panel 
as critical areas for effective reading instruction: phonemic awareness, phonics, vocabulary, and 
comprehension.
